The mission of the Europeade for European Popular Culture is to promote and support unity among all European nations based on the universal values of freedom and peace.

Using the common language of popular arts, the Europeade facilitates personal encounters during which lasting bonds of mutual understanding and respect can be made between individuals, cultures, and national communities. Every ethnic community, no matter how small, must be enabled to preserve its unique cultural identity in the Europe of the future, and the interaction with other European folklore will thereby constitute a source of additional wealth and motivation.

Preserving unity in the diversity of our European popular cultures is the best guarantee for the continued formation and development of the European spirit. This unity will be celebrated this year for the 49th time through the participation of various national communities from all parts of democratic Europe in the highlight event in Padova, Veneto, Italy.

ATTENTION!

Since 2006, more emphasis has been placed on the participation of children’s groups, for which a special programme has been introduced. Children’s groups are: groups in which 75% of the active members are aged between 6 and 12. Groups in which 75% of the active members are aged between 12 and 18 are registered as youth groups. These groups must be accompanied by an appropriate number of adolescents and/or adults, however.

The secretariat in Padova – Feria Hall 5 ---  will be opened on Wednesday, 11th July 2012 from 9 a.m. to 9 p.m. There will also be a permanent presence at our own stand in the Forum.

TRAVEL COSTS
All travel costs will be paid by the participating groups themselves. 

! (The groups are requested to arrange for communal transport (= coach!) themselves to ensure that journeys to the various local lodgings can take place smoothly.

Groups that are not travelling to Padova by coach (but by plane, train, ferry ...) and that would like to rent a coach must return the form (see the back of the document) together with the registration and production forms before 20/02/2012. 

THE COSTS FOR THE COACH RENTAL ARE PAYABLE BY THE GROUP
If the group does not wish to make use of this service, they must arrange transport to and from the airport themselves.  

INSURANCE
An insurance of the 'Europ Assistance' type (* see attached sheet) is obligatory for every participant (as a group).

EVIDENCE OF THIS MUST BE SUBMITTED TO THE TREASURER OF THE Europeade Committee UPON ARRIVAL IN PADOVA. THIS REGULATION WILL BE STRICTLY APPLIED.

!!! It is not obligatory – but recommended – to take out insurance to cover any theft of luggage, instruments and clothing. 

JOURNALISTS
Wherever possible, groups are requested to invite a journalist to accompany them. Only journalists holding an official press card will be accepted as guests. Their hotel costs – for the duration of the Europeade only, i.e., from Wednesday, 11/07 up to and including Monday, 16/07 – will be paid by the Organising Committee. The I.C. will decide on the registration for the participation of nominated journalists.

Expenses for any persons accompanying the journalists will be paid by the journalists themselves.

Journalists must provide the Europeade Committee in Sint-Pauwels with the following information prior to the 1st MAY 2012:

     - Their name, first name, and address

     - A photocopy of their official press card

     - Name of the publication he/she represents (this also applies to radio and television reporters)

Journalists must devote one article to the Europeade in advance, as well as publishing a report in a newspaper or magazine within one month following the Europeade, preferably with some photographs. They are requested to forward an original copy of both articles to the Europeade secretariat in Sint-Pauwels.

From the visual media, we expect to receive a copy of the recorded video after the Europeade has taken place.

Journalists who fail to supply us with the publication of their coverage will not be invited again in the future. 

Upon arrival in Padova, journalists should report to the secretariat – Feria Hall 5 – where they will receive all necessary information regarding their stay.

PARTICIPANT’S FEE
The participants’ fee is € 120 per person and is payable for every group that would like to take part in the Europeade.

The fee for children below the age of 12 who are part of a children’s group has been set at 
€ 75 per person. This reduced price is NOT valid for children who travel with their parents, or for children’s groups participating with fewer than 10 childeren.
This amount includes a general registration fee of € 40 for every adult participant and € 25 for children. In addition, this fee includes a contribution to cover the expenses for the local organisation in Padova (logistics, equipment, artistic expenses, meals etc.) from Wednesday evening to Monday morning (included), i.e., € 80 (adults) and € 50 (children). 

This amount can be paid in two instalments.

The participant's fee must also be paid by the coach drivers if they are considered as members of the group and make use of the facilities provided for the participants.

ATTENTION!!

If your driver requires a separate hotel room, it is up to the group to arrange for this. The secretariat can apply to the local Organising Committee for this on request. The costs are payable by the group, however.

If your group would like to make use of this offer, please apply prior to the 1st May 2012. 

REGISTRATION
Registration is only possible via the INTERNATIONAL EUROPEADE COMMITTEE, POTTERSTRAAT 167 BUS 6, BE - 9170 SINT-PAUWELS, BELGIUM. 

REGISTRATION IS ALSO POSSIBLE VIA eleCtroniC MAIL TO THE FOLLOWING aDdreSs: info@europeade.eu
The city of Padova is able to accommodate a maximum number of 4,400 participants. This means that, in view of the increasing popularity, we must unfortunately impose a limit this year, i.e. a percentage of the active national community participating in the Europeade. If selection becomes necessary, this will initially be based on the registration date. If a registered group can no longer be accepted, they will be given priority for the 50th Europeade in 2013 (Gotha, Thüringen, DE – 17-21 July), provided they register for this Europeade in the usual manner.

Please submit your registration form as soon as possible.

!THE FINAL REGISTRATION DATE IS THE 20th FEBRUARY 2012!

Registration and payment must have been received at the secretariat by this date at the latest – this will be rigorously monitored by the International Europeade Committee.

You will find one copy of the registration form as an appendix;  these must be returned to the Europeade Committee in Sint-Pauwels, completed fully and correctly, TOGETHER with the correctly completed production forms. 

In order to be valid, we must receive your registration form together with 50 % of the total amount to be paid into the following account number:

Only payments made to this account will be accepted. Any other form of registration and payment will be refused by the International Committee. Important! Any bank charges are payable by the group.

If the bank transfer is carried out under a name different than that of the group leader, the name of the group must be mentioned. In the past, there have been numerous difficulties as a result of payments received without any reference name. This inevitably leads to needless expense and work.

The balance should be received on the same account number by the 1st May 2012 at the latest.   

Groups that have not transferred the full amount of the registration fee prior to the 1st MAY 2012, must regrettably be refused.

Dance groups with less than 10 dancers cannot participate individually in the Europeade. They must join together with another group, and will be mentioned under one name during the events. They should pay their participants’ fee via this group, and NOT individually.

WE CANNOT ACCEPT ANY PAYMENT OF FEES IN PADOVA, PAYMENT MUST HAVE BEEN CARRIED OUT IN ADVANCE. IN ADDITION, IT IS NOT POSSIBLE TO MAKE ANY REFUNDS FOR GROUPS ARRIVING WITH FEWER participants THAN ORIGINALLY ANNOUNCED AND PAID FOR.

We cannot register any additional participants in Padova. Only participants that have been registered in advance can be accepted. THIS IS DUE TO ORGANISATIONAL REASONS.

Groups that cancel their registration – for urgent, compelling reasons – shall be reimbursed after the Europeade subject to a € 40 deduction/person for administrative purposes. They can NOT carry over the payment of the remaining cost of participation, i.e., € 80/person to the next year.
Groups that cancel their registration less than 30 days before the start of the Europeade can NO longer be reimbursed, however, and their payment can also no longer be transferred to the following year! This measure is necessary due to the 1st payment that we have to make to the city organising the event.

ACCOMMODATION

PARTICIPANTS’ ACCOMMODATION IS IN THE FERIA IN PADOVA. THE CHILDREN WILL SLEEP IN VARIOUS SCHOOLS IN PADOVA.

They will be given a mattress, a clothes hanger and a chair, and ARE REQUIRED TO BRING THEIR OWN SLEEPING BAG OR SHEETS AND A BLANKET.   

Groups travelling together in the same coach will be lodged at the same location. THIS MUST BE MENTIONED ON THE REGISTRATION FORM, HOWEVER.

ATTENTION!!

If your driver requires a separate hotel room, it is up to the group to arrange for this. On request, the secretariat can apply to the local Organising Committee for this. The costs are payable by the group, however.

If your group would like to make use of this offer, please apply prior to the 1st May 2012. 

The groups can arrive 1-2 days earlier and/or leave 1-2 days later. The local organizing committee of Padova will accommodate the groups - with payment of a small contribution - if the groups have a wish for that. 
All groups who want to arrive earlier or leave later are required to contact the secretariat in Sint-Pauwels  info@europeade.eu. 
MEALS
Meals will be provided for the participants as follows:

5 x breakfast: Thursday, Friday, Saturday, Sunday, Monday

4 x lunch: Thursday, Friday, Saturday, Sunday

5 x dinner: Wednesday, Thursday, Friday, Saturday, Sunday

Please indicate how many people in your group require vegetarian meals and/or meals for diabetics under item 4 of the registration form.

If you are planning not to attend one or more meals because you are on a trip, or for any other reason, kindly inform us in advance (= this will save costs for the host city).

PLEASE ENSURE THAT FOOD IS NOT THROWN AWAY!!! THERE IS STILL A GREAT DEAL OF HUNGER IN THE WORLD. ASK OR TAKE WHAT YOU NEED, BUT DO NOT TAKE MORE THAN YOU NEED.

LOCAL SECRETARIAT
Upon arrival of the group in Padova, the group leader(s) (max. 2 people per registered group) are requested to report to the secretariat – Feria Hall 5. In addition to all practical information, they will also receive a badge and a programme brochure for every member of the group, and one production brochure for their group.
1. The stage management will give you the exact information about performances, concerts, parades, rehearsals etc.

2. The organizing team of Padova will give you the food stamps, arm bands, reference books, town plans, bargain tickets, badges, info about outings etc.

STAGE MANAGEMENT (PRODUCTION)
During the mass events held during the Europeade, the dance groups will perform as representatives of their region or national community. Due to the continuously growing number of participating groups (136 groups participated in 2011), it has become impossible to grant individual performance time to every dance group during the Europeade itself. For this reason, we must insist that dance groups from the same region or from the same national community prepare a joint performance. The production management will contact the dance groups in question on this subject in due time. All agreements must be made in advance; it will not be possible to accept or introduce any changes on site!

Every group will have the opportunity to perform during at least one of the main Europeade events. Participation in the parade is a must. 

The production management determines where the performance will take place, and its duration. During the main events, this will be limited to 3 minutes for everyone, unless the circumstances allow for a different timing. You will be informed of the exact location, which is binding and undisputable, in due course.

In addition, opportunities for individual performances will be offered during the scheduled fringe activities that will take place during the 4 days – both in public areas and at the Forum. In the context of these fringe performances, the musical groups will be offered the opportunity to give a more extensive concert in Padova. The music groups will have a stage at their disposal for their performance. The choirs shall perform in a smaller, more suited setting.

Kindly complete the ‘INDIVIDUAL GROUP PERFORMANCES’ section on the production form if you are interested in any of these performances.

Groups must be able to stage autonomous performances at the request of the organisation. 

Our aim is to ensure maximum participation of the participating groups in the street shows. For this reason, we would like to ask each group to indicate on the production form at least 1 Europeade day during which they would be ready to stage several street shows.

For organisational reasons, it is not possible to use sound tracks during your performance. The musicians who require amplification for their instruments will be able to rely on limited amplification, subject to advance and due notification on the music stage management form which you will find enclosed.
Dance groups with less than 10 dancers cannot participate individually in the Europeade.

They must join together with another group, and will be mentioned under one name during the events. They can be mentioned separately in the programme brochure, however.

In order to complete your registration please fill out and return the enclosed stage management form and instrument sheet in full and clearly (please write in capitals) before 20 February 2012.

The production management can only consider correctly completed forms when composing the programmes.

The production management will commit itself to:

· Distribute the performances in a fair and honest way in accordance with the possibilities that are offered,

· Inform you of the registration of other groups in your region or national community to enable you to prepare a joint presentation,

· Inform you in advance of the programme of the event in which you will perform.

· Provide you with a complete documentation folder on site, while you are registering. This folder will contain directives and the programmes of all Europeade events (come and collect it from the production stand!).

The Europeade is an event where all aspects of popular European culture, be it dance, song, music, flag-waving, national costume … etc., are equally promoted. For this reason, we expect all groups to be present at all events, in traditional costume, as a sign of respect towards others.

MISCELLANEOUS
The groups may bring a gift which they may present to the Mayor of the City of Padova or to the President of the Organising Committee or to the President of the International Europeade Committee. Or you can choose to give everyone a gift. It’s up to you!

This is not an obligation, however! A gift is simply one way to express friendship, gratitude or appreciation. 
But so is a carefully prepared performance! Quality is most stimulating!!!
All registered groups will receive the final practical directives about two weeks before the start of the Europeade.

The groups are invited to bring along both the flag of their own region and the European flag (with the 12 golden stars on a blue field) to be used during the Parade, etc.

We look forward to receive your registration soon, and extend our warmest Europeade wishes to you.
